● PATROLS ESCORT STUDENTS TO AND FROM THE BUS OR KISS ‘N’ RIDE
● KINDERGARTEN STUDENTS MUST BE MET BY AN ADULT (13 yrs. OR OLDER) 

AT THE BUS STOP OR SCHOOL PICK-UP
● All Kindergarten book bags will be labeled with yellow tape the 

first day of school 
● Kiss and Ride students - Car seat must be on the passenger 

side of the car and students will need to be able to enter and 
exit the car without adult assistance

* Provides a layer of safety for the dismissal process by authorizing plan changes and 
automatically tracking student dismissal plans. 

* The application reduces classroom interruptions, speeds up dismissal time and is 
administered by our own school staff.  Teachers check PickUp Patrol at the end of the 
day so they know how each student in their class is getting home.  

Parents and Guardians will get a welcome email at the start of the school year so an 
account can be set up and student pick-up information can be logged for the student C
